Your child's first visit to the dentist is very important as you, your child, and our doctors at Growing Smiles
begin working together to build healthy dental habits that will last a lifetime! There are a number of things
you can do to help create positive experience. First, let your child know that the dentist is a friend and is
there to help your child take care of their teeth. Second, explain that during the visit, the dentist will
“brush”, “count”, and “take pictures” of their teeth. Finally, please refrain from using words that may cause
any unnecessary fear or anxiety. The words “shot”, “hurt”, “needle”, “pull”, and “drill” are words we refrain
from using. We are specialists in our field, and we have developed a specialized language to describe
our procedures to children in non-threatening ways.
